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The article is devoted to comparative study of judicial review of constitutional amendments in Post-Soviet states
according to their legislation, judicial precedents and doctrine. There are several approaches to establishing the
authority of judicial review of constitutional amendments in Post-Soviet states. Such authority may be expressly
provided for in the constitution. If it is not formally fixed, the authority can be proclaimed and implemented in the
precedents of constitutional courts and councils. There are examples of the expansion by constitutional courts and
councils of their constitutional authority of judicial review of constitutional amendments. Along with this, there are
examples of the strict interpretation by constitutional courts of their authority and the refusal to exercise judicial
review of constitutional amendments. Finally, among Post-Soviet there are states whose constitutions do not
establish the authority of judicial review of constitutional amendments, and constitutional courts have not been able
to determine their position on this issue due to the lack of appeals.
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
