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The position is argued that although the 1993 Constitution of the Russian Federation enshrined the excel-
lent characteristics of the state (democratic, social, etc.), the conformity of the realities to these characteristics
is doubtful. The Constitution did not secure sufficient guarantees for the characteristics of the state declared by it
and provided guarantees not so much to citizens as to authorities. On the one hand, this actualizes the need for
constitutional reform, but, on the other hand, it is important to answer the question whether the right direction of
constitutional reform is chosen.
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
