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The coronavirus pandemic (COVID-2019) has become a serious challenge for humanity, comparable to 1945, when
the Second World War ended. The pandemic has changed the socio-economic space in Russia: the state and society
are in new realities. The mechanisms of realization of fundamental human rights and freedoms are also touched upon.
The article examines the problems of the implementation of the constitutional right to entrepreneurial and other
economic activities not prohibited by law that arose during a pandemic. The data of a survey by the Presidential
Commissioner for the Protection of the Rights of Entrepreneurs of Business Representatives on the most pressing
problems are analyzed. State measures to support business entities during a pandemic are summarized. Possible ways of
eliminating or minimizing problems by using complex measures are proposed.
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
