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The article analyzes the constitutional reform that took place in January — July 2020 in the Russian Federation,
which led to changes in almost 60% of the content of chapters 3 to 8 of the Constitution of the Russian Federation.
The author identifies three types of constitutional problems that may indicate a lack of legitimacy of constitutional
amendments: non-transparency of the process of drafting and discussing amendments, non-compliance with the norms
of Chapter 9 of the Constitution of the Russian Federation of the procedure for their adoption and the actual defect
and conflict of the content of the “new” constitutional norms. The article highlights nine varieties of amendments that
are in conflict with the constitutional principles (values) enshrined in chapters 1-2. The author comes to conclusions
about excessive strengthening of the status of the President of the Russian Federation in system of public authority at
the expense of the independence of other authorities, deconstitutionalization local self-government and its inclusion
in the system of so-called “public power”, a significant weakening of the Federative foundations of the state and the
restriction of constitutional rights of citizens. Amendments that are able to form a more rigid authoritarian regime in
the country in the very near future (for example, after the new president comes to power) than was created earlier, with
complete disregard for the principle of separation of powers, can potentially contribute to increased repression, even
more extensive restrictions on the rights and freedoms of citizens and the establishment of a system of “state” arbitra-
riness.
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
