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The article is devoted to the study of a number of topical constitutional problems related to the legal regulation and
implementation of the right to life and the right to health protection. The author substantiates the point of view of the
legality of the combination in one construction of life and health in civil law and in criminal law. However, constitutional
law should take into account the ambiguity of the legal nature of the right to life and the limited civil and criminal legal
means to protect it. Only if we are not talking about the right to life in general, but about certain areas of its implementation,
in which the factors threatening life and health are close and even identical, the more acceptable constitutional and legal
construction is precisely the “right to life and health”. This is, in particular, the constitutional and legal problem of ensuring
the life and health of citizens by guaranteeing transport safety. In this regard, the legal regulation of the relevant group of
social relations and the ensuing law enforcement from it should be based on the unity of life and health as values protected
by constitutional law within the framework of an appropriate intersectoral legal institution.
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
