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The article examines the prerequisites for a new political, legal and functional role of civil society institutions in
updating and adjusting the political system. An interdisciplinary analysis suggests the ways to open, transparent and
accountable mechanisms for organizations of interests representation, protection, agreement and taking into account
within process of public authorities’ decisions preparation, conducting, takin, execution, monitoring and evaluation.
A comparison of the models of political decision making in the Russian Federation and the European Union is carried out.
Author puts forward a hypothesis that the political system institution of ‘interest groups’ would play the role of a trigger
in the development of a Russian Federation public communication relations, with direct and feedback links between
public bodies and institutional non-state actors. The emergence of a systemic partner of public authorities would result in
a greater fairness and efficiency of jointly adopted decisions in the interests of multiplying problems solution. The study
is, in many ways, of an empirical nature, offering some ways to such solutions within the framework of the constitutional
order development in the Russian Federation.
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
