The article in a comparative manner examines the constitutional and legal institutions of the ‘head of state-national
leader’ in Kazakhstan and Tajikistan, and also suggests the actual existence of similar constitutional and legal institutions
in other CIS states, where the head of state (president) has a special privileged constitutional and legal status that makes it
difficult to classify these states according to the form of government, the presence of which was confirmed by the author’s
earlier studies. As a result of the research carried out using logical, dialectical, systemic and functional, as well as special
legal and comparative legal methods of scientific knowledge, the author comes to the conclusion that the constitutional and
legal institutions of the ‘head of state-national leader” exist in such CIS states like Azerbaijan, Belarus, Russian Federation
and Turkmenistan. At the same time, in relation to these CIS states, one can talk about, in a way, the personification of
the constitutional and legal status of the head of state (president), by means of the norms of the special constitutional and
legal institution of the ‘head of state-national leader’, which plays a serving the status of the head of state (president), as
an integral part of its normative legal content. Based on the results of the study, the author of the article assesses possible
scenarios for the development of both legally personified and legally non-personified constitutional and legal institutions of
the ‘head of state-national leader’ in the CIS states, and also proposes measures to weaken their authoritarian component,
in the form of actual irremovability political power represented by the head of state (president).
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
