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In this article, the author makes an attempt to develop a current scientific understanding of the category “bodies of
public power”. The author defines it as a generic and collective concept that represents an aggregate of all bodies of all
forms of public power as provided by the Constitution of Russia.

The author believes that, when analyzing the matters of essence and substance of this institution, the first thing
to be paid attention to is that Item (e.5) of Article 83 of the working Constitution of the Russian Federation directly
enshrines the categoric concept of “bodies of public power” and states that the President of the Russian Federation
forms the State Council of the Russian Federation in order to ensure the coordinated functioning and interaction of
bodies of public power. Besides, the concept of “bodies of public power” is implicitly contained in part 3 of Article 132
of the Constitution stating that local government bodies and state government bodies do not constitute the ultimate
substance of the integrated system of public power bodies; instead, they are included in it together with other bodies of
public power. That means that multiple types of other bodies of public power are expected to exist. In any other case the
formulation in Part 3 of Article 132 would contain the verb constitute instead of the verb include.

Special attention is paid to finding and describing relevant attributes of bodies of public power which, according
to the author, include the following: 1) lawful nature of exercising public power; 2) specialized administration to
exercise competences; 3) legitimate nature of public powers; 4) development of cratological norms (cratonorms);
5) use of enforcement; 6) binding nature of authoritative decisions; 7) responsibility to the electorate; 8) independent
competence; and 9) economic ground.
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
