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The article examines digital instruments of a transparent and hearing state using the example of the Republic of
Kazakhstan. This article is a continuation of the topic of the Kazakhstani model of “electronic government”, previously
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studied by the authors. The formed digital platform “Open Government” is the most important tool for direct dialogue
between the state, its bodies and civil society. Over the years of operation (since 2015), this dialogue platform has
shown its viability, which is confirmed by the real statistical indicators given in the article. At the same time, there
remain problematic aspects of the implementation of the concept of a “hearing state” through digital instruments.
The authors of the article investigated the “Open Government” model, identified the main clusters of its functioning: open
data; open regulatory legal acts; open budgets; open dialogue; assessment of the effectiveness of government agencies.
The methodological basis of the study was a systematic and scientific analysis of the Kazakh model of digital instruments
of an open state, as well as a synthesis of the positive properties and characteristics of existing dialogue digital platforms.
The study allowed the authors to identify problematic aspects of the functioning of the “Open Government”, in order to
formulate conclusions and proposals aimed at improving this digital instrument of an accountable and transparent state.
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
