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The analysis of the Russian legislative and state-management practice of recent years allows us to confidently
identify the trend of gradual leveling of the forms of direct participation of the population in solving important state
issues. In these circumstances, the question arises about the nature of new forms of public participation in the exercise
of state power and local self-government, among which in 2020 there was an all-Russian vote on the All-Russian vote on
the approval of amendments to the Constitution of the Russian Federation. Based on the analysis of the legislation, the
author identifies the general features of the all-Russian vote, which determine its place in the system of institutions of
direct democracy. According to the results of the study, it is concluded that the all-Russian vote, by its legal nature, is a
form of direct (direct) democracy of an extraordinary (exceptional) nature, implemented in a complex political, legal and
socio-economic environment caused by the COVID-19 pandemic.
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
