Public Participation as Constitutional Lawful Behavior

The article considers public participation as a type of constitutional lawful behavior. It analyzes the constitutional and
conceptual division of society and civil society as a variation of the connection of social and political, where society is a
space for social processes, and participation in the activities of civil society institutions is a condition for the development
of democracy. The need to explore the legitimacy of spontaneous, informalized participation is noted. It is concluded that
the growth of informal participation indicates a crisis of social relations. Public participation concerns the sphere of power
relations, while formalization and institutionalization of public participation personify impersonalized public power.
Public participation as a type of constitutional lawful behavior in a broad sense is a manifestation of solidarity, unity,
interaction, and cooperation; in a narrow sense, it is a dynamic component of public power, an element of governance, and
a condition of democracy. Public participation as socially significant and useful behavior becomes legal as a result of the
constitutional legitimization of models, patterns, and practices of such participation.
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
