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This article deals with the termination of the powers of the head of state for health reasons. Of the three existing
grounds for the early termination of the President>s powers, only a persistent inability for health reasons to fulfill his
powers has neither legal nor precedent regulation, which indicates that there is a legal gap on this issue. In this regard,
the theoretical and legal problems of the admissibility of limiting the right of the head of state to medical secrecy are
considered and practical proposals are given for regulating the procedure for terminating presidential powers for the
state of his health. The author of the article concludes that the request for medical documents on the state of health of
the President must be satisfied, since the inviolability of the private life of the head of state is subject to restrictions
due to his special constitutional and legal status and the presence of broad powers affecting the rights of other people.
The article proposes the adoption of a federal law establishing such a limitation and regulating the procedure for the
termination of presidential powers for the state of his health.
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
