Unsold Debtor’s Property and Obligations of Local Self-Government
Authorities in Bankruptcy Proceedings

The article notes the inconsistency of the norms of the legislation on the organization of local self-government and
bankruptcy legislation, analyzes the judicial practice in cases of compelling local authorities to accept the so-called un-
sold property of the debtor into municipal ownership.

The property of an organization liquidated in the process of bankruptcy should not remain mismanaged. However,
the position of local governments that are not inclined to accept illiquid property, which cannot be used in their acti-
vities, is also understandable. This problem does not have a simple solution. However, according to the author
of the article, based on the basic principles of the organization of municipal power, ways can be proposed to overcome
contradictions.
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
