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The article analyzes the structure of revenues in the framework of funding the election campaigns of J. Biden
and D. Trump in the US presidential elections in 2020. Attention is paid to the financial support of these candidates
from certain sectors of the US economy. The 2020 election campaign was the most capital-intensive in the history of
American elections, confirming the continuation of the trend observed over the past 40 years. Major donors played a
crucial role in funding the main candidates-Biden and Trump. The victory of Biden, who was able to provide a one-
and-a-half-fold superiority in the attracted financial resources compared to Trump, serves as an illustrative example.
The US elections have become a contest not only between two parties-carriers of certain ideologies, but also business
corporations representing various sectors of the economy. Another trend was the increase in the share of “soft money”
in the income structure of the main candidates.
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
