Acts (Positions) of General Jurisdiction Courts as a Source of Constitutional Law
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The article analyzes the opportunities for the acknowledgment of acts (positions) of general jurisdiction courts,
primarily the Supreme Court of the Russian Federation, as sources of constitutional law of Russia. The author
understands the disputability of raising this issue in constitutional law, especially taking into account formalistic law
enforcement tendencies. Moreover, works justifying the obviousness of the regulatory character of judgments of the
Constitutional Court of the Russian Federation are still being published.
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
