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The second part of the article proposes the authors’ approach to assessing the role of constitutional justice in both
protection and development, socio-cultural enrichment of constitutional values and ensuring constitutional sovereignty
on this basis; at the same time, the relatively independent significance, from the point of view of the axiology of the
constitutional worldview, of the decisions of the Constitutional Court of the Russian Federation is substantiated. This
allows in a comprehensive way to consider the complex mechanisms of transformation of national, ethnocultural,
religious and confessional ideas of good and justice, historical truth, solidarity of generations, etc., to give them the
formal legal significance of the normative (behavioral and ideological) guidelines of modern Russian society.
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
