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The author of the article suggests his own version of understanding the constitutional concept of “integrated system
of public power”. In his opinion, the Constitution of the Russian Federation uses this term primarily as a general legal
category, which, in terms of its reflection and expression of social relations and the structure of its content, is a political
and legal symbol of democracy.

On the basis of the comprehensive research the author draws attention to the fact that the current Constitution
of the Russian Federation establishes and sets forth five forms of public power: a) direct public power; b) public state
power; ¢) public municipal power; d) public nongovernmental (corporate) power; ) public international legal power.

The structure of the “integrated system of public power” is the most important component in understanding
the content of this type of nongovernmental power. The author believes that it is formed by five parameters:
1) constitutional forms of democracy; 2) the main tools for the implementation of public power acting through
public power institutions and bodies; 3) basic categories of public power institutions and bodies; 4) types
of public power institutions and bodies, 5 ) intragroup organizational and legal forms of public power institutions

and bodies.
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
