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The article reviews the issues of evolution of Russian constitutionalism, meanings of succession of constitutional
traditions in the theory and practice. The author notes that the development of constitutionalism of the imperial
period was interrupted in Russia after the socialist revolution and was continued by Russian authors abroad. The paper
presents the author’s understanding of constitutionalism. Peculiarities of Russian constitutionalism of the Russian
Empire, soviet, post-soviet and modern periods are shown. The author has made an attempt at proving that succession
of constitutional traditions should not be overestimated. The need for future amendments to constitutional laws is an
objective and inevitable fact.
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
