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The article analyzes the federal composition of the budgetary and financial sovereignty of Russia in the context of the
impact of the consequences of the COVID-19 pandemic and adopted in connection with its proliferation of regulatory
legal acts. To achieve this goal, the factors that led to the restriction of the fundamental human and civil rights and
freedoms guaranteed by the Constitution of the Russian Federation in terms of granting the heads of the constituent
entities of the Russian Federation the right to introduce a regime of high alert (self-isolation) are investigated.
At the same time, attention is especially focused on the factor indicating the need to ensure a balance between human
and social rights from the standpoint of rationality and proportionality of the restrictions imposed on the territory of
a particular constituent entity of the Russian Federation. It also evaluates the impact of extraordinary restrictions and
their inevitable differentiation on sovereignty in general and budgetary federalism in particular. Based on the factors
taken together, the author notes that the sphere of state sovereignty has expanded to an almost unlimited size, and the
constituent entities of the Russian Federation have received a wide range of budgetary, regulatory and administrative
powers without providing them with appropriate budgetary and financial resources. As additional constitutional and
legal consequences of the pandemic, the risks of the regions making decisions that go beyond their competence and the
inconsistency of actions of regional and federal government bodies are indicated. With this in mind, the author proposes
a set of constitutional and legal measures that ensure, on the one hand, the balance of interests of the Federation and
its constituent entities, and on the other hand, strengthening the budgetary independence of the constituent entities of
the Russian Federation to fulfill the socially oriented tasks assigned to them.
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
