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This article examines the issue of continuity and reception in the establishment of the constitutional system in the
Russian state at the beginning of the XX century. Separate aspects of the reception of the idea of constitutionalism are
investigated; the main reasons that predetermined the borrowing of this legal idea and the adoption of a single codified
Basic Law. It is shown that continuity and reception as legal mechanisms for improving national law were used in
Soviet Russia, despite the declarative refusal to borrow law. The impact of continuity and reception on the evolution
of the Soviet state-legal system is analyzed, both at the level of legal ideas and at the level of legal institutions and
norms, despite the official and declarative refusal of the Soviet government from borrowing legal material from foreign
states. The relevance of legal borrowing is emphasized as the main method of improving the theory and practice of
constitutional law and the national legal system, provided that the relevant legal material is accepted and its competent
incorporation into the state legal system in accordance with the needs of society.
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
