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The article deals with the institute of the head of local administration (mayor) and the features of its formation in the
Benelux countries. It emphasizes the dual role of the mayor in the public authority mechanism of the states of this region,
determined by the dialectical interaction of two vectors in the development of this institution — bureaucratization and
professionalization, on the one hand, and politicization, on the other. Being built into the state power vertical and
formally appointed from above, he performs a number of nationwide functions. At the same time, the mayor remains a
significant component of the municipal government system and receives his political mandate directly at the local level.
This mandate in then mediated by the actions of higher institutions related to the procedure of his appointment. In such
a situation, in search of the most optimal solutions, the head of the local administration has to balance between various
interests, and this sometimes determines his certain vulnerability.
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
