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This article examines the formation and development of the Cuban constitutional and legal thought during the
19th century. During this period of time, serious socio-political, socio-economic and state-legal transformations took
place in Cuba, which led to the transformation of the former slave — owning colony into a legally sovereign state with a
developed national bourgeoisie and an industrial and agricultural proletariat, as well as a pronounced self-consciousness
of the formed Cuban nation. The constitutional and legal experience of the Island of Freedom led to the realization of
the necessity and value of the future Cuban statehood in the eyes of the Cuban society, and also created the foundation
for the further existence of a stable model of Cuban national constitutionalism.
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
