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Legal positivism creates risks of making power decisions not in favor of a person, but in the interests of other
subjects of law equal to him. This is inconsistent with the constitutional principles of the priority of man, his rights
and freedoms. The article concludes that the basis for the transition towards humanization of law (objects of legal
norms) is the theory of anthropocentrism. His ideas should fill the substantive definition of constitutional norms in
the process of constitutional interpretation. For this, it is proposed to use constitutional axiology, the methodological
potential of which allows interpreting the norms of law from the standpoint of the priority of human interests, his
rights and freedoms.
