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The article is devoted to the consideration of problems related to the realization of human and citizen rights and
freedoms in terms of personal and medical confidentiality, the use of personal data in the provision of medical services.
The reasons that may provide for the possibility of restricting the right of a person and a citizen to his personal and
medical secrecy, including those related to the spread of infectious diseases, are considered. The article deals with
the correlation of the concepts of ‘personal secret’, ‘medical secrets’, ‘personal data’ used in the legislation, the problems
associated with the preservation of the information constituting these secrets and data are identified. The thesis
of the Plenum of the Supreme Court of the Russian Federation, contrary to federal law, is analyzed. Based on the results
of the analysis of legislation, opinions of scientists and specialists, conclusions have been formulated and proposals have
been developed that can be used in the preparation of appropriate amendments to federal laws.
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
