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The article examines the features of the legal status of the individual enshrined in the Constitution of the Komi
ASSR of 1937, the Constitution of the Komi ASSR of 1978, the Constitution of the Komi Republic of 1994. Special
attention is paid to the comparative legal analysis of the foundations of the legal status of the individual reflected in the
Komi constitutions. The author reveals the trend of the humanization process that began in 1978 and the state’s revision
of the attitude towards the individual.
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
