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This article provides the author’s analysis of the contribution of the Scottish scientist A. Smith to the formulation and resolution of a
complex of problems that later became the object of study of the science of labor law. It is noted that he was one of the first to place
the division of labor at the center of scientific research, to classify the types of labor. The author emphasizes his merit in considering
issues related to the differentiation of wages and the determination of a complex of factors influencing its size. In the conclusion,
