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The article deals with the reasons for the change of labor market of the way of increasing demand for the labor of domestic
workers (persons working for employers-physical persons in the employer’s home) the legal aspects of the formalization of labor
relations with domestic workers, in accordance with the legislation of Switzerland. The article describes the Swiss labor law, standard
employment contracts with domestic workers issued by the cantons.
