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The purpose of the article is to analyze the process of modernization of the European Social Charter and study the reasons for the
weak effectiveness of this work carried out by the European Committee of Social Rights. Based on his own experience of participating
in the meetings of the High-Level Expert group on Social Rights created by the Council of Europe the author talks about the conflict of
interests of the current European bureaucracy and residents of European countries in the issue of protecting the social rights. He also
analyzes the weaknesses of the current wording of the European Social Charter itself points to the outdated nature of the legal norms
laid down in this document. The article presents and analysis of the modern phenomenon of platform employment and its impact on
social and cultural relations within European societies. The purpose of the article is to develop more effective measures for the Council
of Europe’s response to new social challenges than those currently used by this organization.
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
