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Legitimate Interest as Legal Opportunity

This article analyzes the legal nature of legitimate interests as a distinct legal possibility. It is shown that in law and practice the diversity of legal possibilities
is indicated by the Trinity of "rights, freedoms, legitimate interests”, despite that in modern legal science presents two approaches: recognizing and denying the
legitimate interest of the ability to directly implement legal means. Commitment to these approaches divides the scientific community into supporters and opponents of
the recognition of the legitimate interest in regulafory properties. The argumentis in favor of independent personalily legal interesis as legal options and the regulatory
values of legitimate interests.
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
