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Mechanism of Legal Protection of Economics: the Main Elements

The paper presents the results of systemic structural analysis of the legal means by which protection of the economy in part accept valuable social fies.
They form the mechanism for legal protection of economic relations. This mechanism is part of, on the one hand, a General mechanism of regulatory protection
of social relations, and on the other hand, part of the General mechanism of legal influence on economic relations. The main elemenis of the mechanism of legal
protection in economics: (1) the act of securing the economic relations (for example in the form of assigning the entity a certain status); (2) the basis of coercion

(such as legal violations or legal threats, methods and procedural forms of their establishment); (3) the contents of coercion (e. g. sanctions).
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
