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Compliance as a Form of Self-Regulation

Economic development, its globalization and the need to implement and develop commercial activities in the face of crisis are
increasing companies’ focus on creation of internal management mechanisms aimed to minimize violations of law. The most effective
preventive mechanism is the infroduction of the compliance institution. Despite the active development of compliance programs in
developed countries such practices are just starting to emerge in Russia. The only exception is the banking system that is applying
and developing compliance elements for more than ten years. However, regardless of the absence of state regulation and development
stimulation of this institution, increasingly more business entfities are realizing the need to integrate a compliance system into their
work. In this case, self-regulation forms of compliance are considered by the author as a company’s initiative fo develop and enforce
operational activities policies.
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
