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Parties to Precontractual Legal Relationship Arising out of Negotiations

The article analyzes the pre-contractual relationship. Since Ist June 2015 new rules of the Civil Code are in force. According to these
rules already negotiating parties bear certain responsibilities. The parties should act in good faith when entering into negotiations to conclude
a contract, during conduct of negotiations and their completion. The author considers this duty as the content of pre-contractual legal
relationship — obligation. Who will be a party to pre-contractual exclusion is one of the most difficult issues. The author suggests his
position.
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
