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Issues of Judicial Practice Related to the Review of Disputes Arising out of Ongoing Construction Project Lease Agreements

The ariicle is devoted to topical problems of judicial practice that arise during the consideration of cases under contracts for the lease of
unfinished construction projects. The author examines the issue of the legal regime of unfinished construction sites, gives specific examples from
the court praciice, where lease contracis were concluded in relation fo objects of unfinished construction. Based on the results of the study, the
author concludes that the absence of a specific indication of a ban or permission to hand over unfinished construction projecis to rent, that is,
the absence of special rules indicates that general provisions of the Civil Code on leasing should be applied.
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
