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Strategic Planning in Land Fund Use: Russia and Scotland, Comparison Experience

The documents of strategic planning in land use and land fund management similar in their aims and structure
were adopted in Scotland in 2011 and 2016 and in Russia in 2012. Similarity of the natural and climatic conditions,
environmental problems, matching of the document creation terms, assumed emphasis on the rational use of natural
resources make it possible to compare the development and adoption procedure, the key principles, structure,
adjustments, methods, experience and assessment of implementation of such document type. The analysis of the reasons

for significant discrepancies of priorities in the land use is of special scientific and practical interest, especially in the
following basic approaches: transparency of development and monitoring of implementation. Takmg into account the

made comparison, the author justifies the proposals for improvement of the Fundamentals of the State Policy of the
Russian Federation and the federal laws in the land use sector.
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
