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Legal reform in Russia relies on fundamental changes in politics, economy, and ecology. It is impossible to reform society
without proper legal tools, which are constantly underway. Environmental legal reform was not so effective, environmental
cases are reviewed less than the situation requires, they are very rare used in production. Law case analysis is not done on the
regular basis as well as environmental specialization of judges is not done properly. The claims of citizens for environmental
matters are rarely considered on the merits. Without attracting public attention to the environmental category, it is difficult
to change attitude of the population and the authorities to protect the environment. In particular, some demonstration field
trials for environmental matters should be organised. The article presents the practical experience of the Environmental
court of Vermont (USA), which can be useful for applying it in the course of Judicial reform.
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
