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Understanding of the legal nature of the verification judgements in the civil process and the conditions for its effectiveness
is determined by many factors of procedural and organizational nature. The author explores such aspects of verifying
judicial acts as spatial and tribal judicial competence, the procedural regime of the verification courts, the motivation of
court decisions. According to the results of the research, the author comes to the conclusion that the implementation of
the verification of judgements by the extraterritorial principle, the fixing of one verifying authority at one judicial level, and
the extensive powers to respond to judicial errors by the cassation instances are the factors of the effective verification of
judicial acts in the civil process.
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
