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On the List and Dematerialized Content of Proprietary Rights: New Approaches to the Draft of the Federal Law
on Amendments to the Civil Code of the Russian Federation

The article analyzes the list of proprietary rights established in the Civil Code of the Russian Federation and the draft
federal law on introducing amendments to the Civil Code of the Russian Federation. Attention is drawn to the approach
developed in civil doctrine and jurisprudence to the definition of an exhaustive list of corporeal rights, the establishment of
their species and in the content, as provided by law. The signs of real rights distinguishing them from other objects of civil
legal relations are singled out and analyzed. Attention is drawn to the dematerialized idea of proprietary rights, the realization
of which in the Civil Code of the Russian Federation, in the opinion of the author, requires additional justification.
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
