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Legal Certainty as a Guarantee of Implementation of Constitutional Legal Basis of the Information Society in the Russian Federation

The article raises issue of the principle of legal certainty of laws regulating relations in the modern information society in the Russian
Federation. The modern state of the Russian society can be described as and information society. This can be proved by the provisions of
the recently adopted Information Society Development Strategy in the Russian Federation for 2017 to 2030, the legal basis of which is the
Constitution of the Russian Federation. The role of the constitutional law in Russia in regulating the information society is the establishment
of its basis. Branch regulation is based on the constitutional legal basis of the information society including the information law regulating
relations in the information sector of the modern society. Development of the information laws is the implementation of some provisions of
the Constitution of the Russian Federation. Taking into account that the information laws develop rather intensively, its provisions not always
meet the principle of legal certainty. The legal certainty essence is the clarity and distinctiveness of legal norms. Failure to observe the principle
of legal certainty in law making can lead to discreditation of some provisions of the Constitution of the Russian Federation that are specified in
industry-specific laws. The article contains examples showing how the failure to observe the principle of legal certainty can lead to distortion
of the constitutional legal sense of legal norms in the law enforcement practice. These examples are divided into several groups, which show
the failure to observe the principle of legal certainty. First, when constitutional restraints are not observed. Second, when there is an imbalance
between the constitutional rights and freedoms. Third, when there is a non-constitutional restriction of rights and freedoms. The examples
contained in the article are indicative of the fact that the effective implementation of the constitutional legal basis of the information society
can be guaranteed by unconditional observation of the legal certainty principle.
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
