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State Accounting of Meliorated Territories: Legal Issues and Development Prospects

The article analyses the legal regulation of such function of the state management of land resources, as the state accounting of the reclaimed
lands. The state accounting implies the collection, processing, storage and distribution of information about the qualitative and quantitative char-
acteristics of these lands. During the analysis of the implementation of this state function, the legal problems are detected that are in practice. The
author has established that accounting for reclaimed land is carried out by several state authorities simultaneously. However, there is a lack of legal
order of interaction between these authorities, there are significant discrepancies in the information about the reclaimed lands. Currently, the state
accounting is conducted with respect to reclaimed lands in general. Accounting for individual reclaimed land plots is not carried out, since there is
no necessary regulatory framework for this. As a consequence, land users and authorities do not have complete and reliable information about the
land plots in use. In the event of a dispute, the parties in court are difficult to prove that any reclamation measures were carried out on the disputed
land. The author suggests the most optimal ways to solve emerging problems. One of these proposals is the idea of reflection of information about
the reclaimed lands in a single state register of real estate as about the zones with special conditions for the use of territories.
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
