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Pandemic Diseases and the Issue of Human Rights Restriction

All human rights and freedoms (except the right to be protected from torture) are subject to certain restrictions. The International
Covenants on Civil and Political Rights and on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights establish fundamental principles for the
limitation of human rights. The practice of application of European Convention for the Protection of Human Rights and Fundamental
Freedoms, formulated by the European Court of Human Rights, also established a number of important principles for the limitation of
human rights. The international legal acts adopted within the framework of the World Health Organization allow, subject to the above
principles, the possibility of limiting the rights of the individual in order to protect the population in the event of the danger of mass
spread of infectious diseases (pandemics). Restriction of freedom of movement and a number of other rights and freedoms may be
limited in case of pandemics. The new documents in the field of international legal regulation of public health include the UN Security
Council Resolution No. 2177, which for the first time in history qualified the case of the pandemic as a "threat to international peace
and security" in accordance with the Charter of the United Nations.
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
