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The Right to a Unilateral Unsubstantiated Refusal to Perform a Paid Services Agreement

The article deals with the issue of compliance legislation, according to which any party to the contract for onerous rendering of services
shall be entitled to unilaterally out of order without justification refuse to execute this treaty, the features of public relations of rendering of
services.
