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On Some Issues of the Legal Regulation of Private Bankruptcy

The problem of legal regulation of bankruptcy of citizens is one of the urgent problems facing modern legal science. The urgency
of this problem is due to the fact that at present the analysis of the practice of legal regulation of relations in the field of insolvency
(bankruptcy) of citizens shows the presence of a number of problems in this area. Among these problems are the following problems:
1) whether in principle a bankruptcy of a citizen is possible; 2) how the norms of law relating to the institution of bankruptcy of
citizens are correlated with the norms of the Constitution of the Russian Federation and other federal laws regulating these social
relations in this sphere; 3) what are the legal consequences of the application of this institution; 4) how effective this institution is.

On the basis of an analysis of the rules of law governing the procedure for recognizing a citizen as bankrupt, it was concluded
that it is inexpedient to exist and that it is impossible from the position of the so-called "strict law" to apply the provisions of the
institution of "bankruptcy" to citizens, as unlike a legal entity that, in the course of bankruptcy is recognized liquidated, the citizen
continues to exist, and his debts after physical death, according to the current civil law pass to the heirs.
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
