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On the Possibility for a Limited Liability Company to Act Based on Standard Articles of Association

The article describes the procedure for the transfer of a limited liability company to activities on the basis of the
model charter approved by the Ministry of Economic Development Order No. 411 of August 1, 2018 and entering
into force on July 24, 2019.

Analysis of 36 standard charters of LLC for compliance with the norms of the Civil Code of the Russian Federation
and the Law on LLC showed that the section “Management in Society” in a number of standard charters does not
take into account the ratio of the concepts of the sole executive body of the company and its participant. The powers
of the director are vested in each participant, acting either independently on behalf of the company or together with
the other participants.

None of the model statutes provides for the possibility of formation, along with the executive bodies of the collegial
management body (supervisory or other council).
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
