Consequences of Non-Recognition by a State of Foreign Bankruptcy Proceedings Involving Debtor's Property Located in
Its Territory
The article analyzes how non-recognition of foreign bankruptcy proceedings affects the legal and economic status of a
property, limits and changes the content of the property right of a debtor, and violates the principle of equality of all creditors in
bankruptcy. Some innovations are proposed: 1) automatic recognition of foreign bankruptcy proceedings; 2) the addition of Art.
235 of the Civil Code of the Russian Federation; 3) the adoption of a separate chapter in the Federal Law “On Insolvency
(Bankruptcy)”.This is due to the fact that the current legislative regulation uses the principle of territoriality, ignoring the
specificity of the consequences of not recognizing foreign industries. Cross-border bankruptcy is characterized by
supranationality.
