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Protection of Basic Elements of Originality of Goods a Guarantee of Their Quality in the Conditions of Sanctions Imposed by Foreign

The article analyzes the civil legal peculiarities of protecting the basic elements of the originality of goods in terms of sanctions of foreign
countries, as a guarantee of their quality. Mutual sanctions policy creates difficulties, for example, in matters of protecting the rights of consumers —
individuals, protecting the basic elements of the originality of goods. The author points out that the basic elements of the originality of the goods
are obvious and hidden signs, elements of outer packaging, packaging, technology, mechanisms, substance compositions and other internal
content of the goods, which together allow us to identify the goods as original, belonging to a certain producer with a high level of quality
for end user. The basic elements of the originality of the product, of course, also apply to the mechanism of civil-law protection of consumer
rights.
