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On the Right to Lie in a Civil Procedure and Means to Level It (Including Taking into Account Electronic
Technologies)

The article deals with a topical issue that has been discussed in civil procedural science for several decades, namely,
whether the persons participating in the case, as well as their representatives, have the right to inform the judicial
authority of deliberately false information or to keep silent about the evidence of evidentiary value. It is noted that in
legal science and practice there are two opposing views on this problem. It is emphasized that the majority of countries,
one way or another, are gradually reviewing their position regarding the existence of such an unconditional right in favor
of protecting the interests of justice in civil matters and implementing the concept of mutual cooperation between the
parties and the court. The latter implies the introduction into the procedural legislation of various means and methods
for direct or latent leveling of such a right, which is not observed in the domestic judicial law.
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
