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Digital Procurements in Kazakhstan: Legal Regulation Experience

The article presents a brief overview of the legal regulation of relations in the field of electronic procurement of
the Republic of Kazakhstan. The course for the use of technologies designated today as digital in the Republic was

established in 2007, when Kazakhstan legislators adopted a new law on public procurement. The system, which includes
the entire cycle of public procurement, is formed using web portals. Their platforms are constantly updated, which

makes it possible to implement most of the opportunities that digitalization provides, including the introduction of
mechanisms for automatic accounting, analysis, control and monitoring of purchases. However, electronic means,
which are equipped with public procurement in Kazakhstan, did not completely relieve them of violations of the
law. It follows from the review that the most complex and subjectively evaluated elements of the public procurement
process, such as the formation of the terms of the contract or the definition of its subject, can not be algorithmized.
They remain in the sphere of human discretion, which is subject to generalized, but not Shabb-lonnomu legal impact.
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
