A Synergetic Approach to the Definition of the Essence of Civil Law Transactions

The article deals with approaches to the definition of the concept of civil circulation, the constituent elements of
the given concept. The author considers the issue of civil circulation from the position of synergetic. In the process of
analysis, the conclusion is drawn that the civil circulation, by virtue of its basic principle, requires stability and stabil-
ity of relations that does not seem to be all that is possible when the legal enforcement mechanisms are not perfect.
