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Voluntary Exercising Social Powers of Local Self-Government Authorities: The Degree of Voluntary
Involvement and Social Circumstances

The article analyzes the legal structure of voluntarily executed social powers of local governments at the
expense of local budgets. The problems of the practical application of legislation on the voluntary execution
of social powers of local governments at the expense of local budgets are considered. The author comes to the
conclusion that the granting to local governments of their powers as voluntarily exercised without allocating
funding (both without expanding their own revenues and without state funding) does not contribute to social
progress. The adoption of voluntarily executed social powers of local governments in the sense of legal norms
should be limited in scope and only complement the implementation of their own powers. The basis for the
participation of local governments in the mechanism for the implementation of social should be their own
powers and their own resource base. This is the most optimal way to develop the social competence of local
self-government.
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
