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The Institution of Cross-Border Bankruptcy

The article reveals the peculiarity of the institution of cross-border bankruptcy in legal science, its legal nature.

The author reveals the principles governing relations in the field of cross-border insolvency, the problems of
applicable law, the issue of recognition and enforcement of foreign bankruptcy decisions. The types of recognition
of foreign bankruptcies are analyzed in detail. It is concluded that it is necessary to improve the insolvency law
with regard to the participation of foreign citizens and organizations, as well as to develop unified rules in this area.

In practice, the existence of certain rules in each legal system that differ from each other gives rise to conflicts
of law issues in dealing with cross-border insolvency. The way out of this situation is the cooperation of States,
expressed in the conclusion of international treaties.
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
